The actual range will vary each year and the information is only a guide. We will only have the cut-
off points for your child’s cohort after posting results are released.
The affiliated primary schools are Maha Bodhi School and Mee Toh School.

We follow the national curriculum like other mainstream schools in Singapore while respecting
Buddhist values. There are no schoolwide Religious lessons.

All Secondary 1 Option Form can be submitted through the S1 Internet System or your child’s
Primary School. Please check with your child’s Primary School for assistance.
