« With Full SBB, we are moving towards a secondary school education
where students learn each subject at the level that best caters to their
overall strengths, interests and learning needs.
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Rationale of Full SBB

Full SBB aims for students to:

Have greater ownership of
their learning according to their
strengths, interests, abilities,
talents and learning needs

Develop a growth mindset and
an intrinsic motivation to learn
for life

Have more options for post-
secondary pathways, while
ensuring they have strong
fundamentals and can thrive in
their chosen pathway
